Dear Parents, 
 

One of the loveliest qualities in young children is 

their ability for prompt and whole-hearted 

forgiveness – of others as well as themselves.  Spend 

a day in a kindergarten or first grade classroom, and 

you will see that, periodically, these little ones 

engage in minor disputes or get on each other’s 

nerves for a few minutes at a time and then, just as 

quickly, resume their class work as if nothing 

bothersome has happened.  Or, they may receive a 

correction from their teacher; yet, when given 

directions on how they ought to behave from now on, 

are able to begin anew with good confidence. 
 

What is the secret of children?  What is the secret of 

their resilience against discouragement from 

interpersonal conflicts and personal failings?  I 

believe their secret is the secret of the saints.  (I am 

not implying your children are saints yet!)  As young 

children trust the ability of adults – in particular, their 

parents – to make all things right, the saints are 

confident in the power and mercy of their heavenly 

Father.  Forgiveness of others and forgiveness of self 

are two sides of the same coin; for, we love others 

with the same love with which we love ourselves.  

Unless we attempt to forgive others as well as 

ourselves, we will never draw near to the heart of 

God, for He is Mercy.  The saints love others and 

themselves as God loves. 
 

This Thursday, on the Solemnity of All Saints, 

Mother Church exhorts us, her children, to honor and 

imitate our elder brothers and sisters in faith – the 

“good sheep” of the family.  Let us call on the 

intercession of the saints.  They, like us, have the 

same spiritual genetic make-up: wounded intellect 

and will which are, nonetheless, redeemed and 

strengthened by the grace of God, especially through 

the sacraments.  The saints are sympathetic towards 

our struggles, hardships, and failures – they have had 

first-hand experiences with these!  Let us, like the 

saints, entrust ourselves to God, respond to His 

relentless invitation to follow Him, and, please God, 

one day emerge victorious on the side of eternity.
