Dear Parents, 
 

Happy feast of our patroness, Saint Catherine of 
Siena!    
 

Last week I reflected on the saying of Saint Catherine 
so familiar to all of us: If you are what you should be, 

you will set the world ablaze. This week I wish to 
share with you one of her less well-known sayings: 
All the way to Heaven is Heaven; for, he said, “I am 

the way.”  Basically, this translates to: our journey 
through life in this world is already heaven. 
 

My initial reaction to this saying was something to 
the effect of: You’ve got to be kidding!  I know I am 
not in Heaven yet!   
 

Upon further reflection, however, I realized where 
the problem (misunderstanding) lies – as usual, in 
myself.  Saint Catherine is right: our life in this world 
ought to be already a foretaste of heaven, if we are 
indeed traveling on the Way, Who is Christ.   
 

But, you may ask, how do I know whether I am really 
following Christ?  This is a good question, especially 
since we are just two weeks away from the feast of 
Pentecost.  I propose the following answer: we know 
we are following Christ if our lives bear the fruits of 
the Holy Spirit, since He had promised to send His 
Holy Spirit to guide us through this life; and, the 
fruits of the Holy Spirit are: charity, joy, peace, 
patience, kindness, goodness, generosity, gentleness, 
faithfulness, modesty, self-control, chastity. 
 

These are hard questions to ask ourselves: Am I 
patient?  Am I kind?  Do I exercise self-control?  To 
the degree that our lives bear these fruits, we may be 
certain that we are living by the promptings of the 
Holy Spirit and are traveling on the Way leading to 
Life.  We must apply these questions to our children 
also: Do they demonstrate patience, kindness, self-
control?  To the extent that the fruits of the Holy 
Spirit are evident in their lives, we will know we are 
doing our job in leading them to follow the One Who 
is the Way, the Truth, and the Life.  And, we cannot 
afford to grow slack in this task, not even when there 
are just four and a half weeks left of school.
