This week we reflect on the third of the “Five 
Essential Marks of Catholic Schools” from The Holy 

See’s Teaching on Catholic Schools by Archbishop J. 
Michael Miller: “Animated by communion and 
community.”  
  

Elementary schools “should try to create a 
community school climate that reproduces, as 
far as possible, the warm and intimate 
atmosphere of family life.  Those responsible for 
these schools will, therefore, do everything they 
can do to promote a common spirit of trust and 
spontaneity.” 
 

[T]rust…goes beyond the personal relationships 
of those involved.  These might or might not be 
marked by warmth and friendship…The more 
profound foundation for such trust is shared 
adherence to the person of Jesus Christ.  Trust is 
fostered by listening to one another, by 
respecting the different gifts of each, and by 
recognizing one another’s specific 
responsibilities. 

 

At times, I have heard the comment: “We pay six 
thousand dollars…We expect…”; it saddens me 
deeply for it betrays a misunderstanding of our 
school community as a business where students, 
teachers, and parents count as mere commodities.  I 
cannot imagine parents who would say to their child: 
“We pay this much to sustain your life each year, so 
we expect you to do such and such.”  Surely this is 
not what our heavenly Father would say to any of us. 
 

Loyalty, respect, willingness to sacrifice to advance 
the common good, forgiveness, and good humor are 
ingredients to a healthy family.  Yet the one 
indispensable quality of a holy family must be the 
collective desire to form all our students into saints 
and show forth the glory of God.   
 

Here at our family of Saint Catherine of Siena 
School, we have much of which to be proud and even 
more for which to be grateful.  Let us pray for the 
grace and courage to build each other up in love and 
truth.

FRIENDLY CLARIFICATIONS & REMINDERS 
 

Lunches (non fast food, please) and coats are the only 
two items which may be dropped off for students at 
the front office and will be delivered to the students 
in time for their use.  All other items (e.g. homework, 
PE uniforms) which are dropped off will be held at 
the front office until the end of the school day, at 
which time the students may be called to come pick 
up these items. 
 

Students who are absent due to illness or other 
“excused absences” may have their parents request to 
have their assignments picked up at the end of the 
school day.  A phone call to the front office is the 
only method for requesting homework; emails to the 
teacher will not suffice because teachers may not 
check their emails during the school day, since they 
are engaged in active instruction during the entire 
school day. 
 

Scheduled after school meetings with teachers take 
place shortly after carpool dismissal.  Parents should 
wait in the front lobby until they hear: “All remaining 
students please report to Snack and Yak,” at which 
time they may begin to proceed to the teacher’s 
classroom.
